Attendance:

Didactic Materials:

Exams:
Final exams are given at the end of each academic term. Students must present their final projects and materials required on the assigned date.

Dismissal from Program:
Al's on-site staff reserves the right to dismiss a student from the program due to just and reasonable belief that the student presents
a danger to him/herself or other Al students, faculty or staff.
